In light of these unprecedented times
related to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Connetquot Central School District has formulated an
instructional continuity plan for remote learning.

The District is in receipt of evolving information from the Suffolk County Department of Health and the
New York State Education Department.

The steps we have taken thus far are as follows:

e Your child’s teachers will be contacting you via email on or before Thursday March 26, 2020
with preliminary information regarding the platform(s) that will be utilized for instructional
delivery.

e Beginning on March 26, 2020, virtual assignments for the third quarter will be assessed on a
Pass/Fail basis. Third quarter averages will be derived using the grades earned during the first
seven weeks of the quarter in conjunction with the virtually assigned Pass/Fail grades of the last
three weeks.

e Beginning on March 26, 2020, until the District reopens, virtual assignments for the third and
fourth quarters will be assessed as Pass/Fail.

To our special education parents, any Committee on Special Education meeting (CSE meeting) scheduled
on or before April 13, 2020 is cancelled.
